 Puppies can be picked up between eight to twelve weeks.  After twelve weeks old we 

will charge $50 a week for continued training, vaccinations, and boarding.   
 
Deposit Policy 

 If we cannot fulfill your reservation due to litter size, the deposit may roll to the next 
litter or be refunded  

 For all other reasons, deposits are non-refundable
